	Make Sure You Students Shine - Writing UCAS Academic References - Lucy Wright, Leeds Trinity University College. Are you confused and unsure when writing academic references for your students.  Do you worry about what is required and how to make sure that you are providing the correct information? This workshop will give you the information to write UCAS academic references that are relevant, and will make your students shine!

2.  To provide a practical campus experience  of undertaking an undergraduate degree programme

3. To provide a mentoring experience with existing undergraduates

4. To provide underpinning knowledge of  the skills and qualifications required for entry into the professions
5. To encourage students to consider the professions as an attainable career
