We would like to invite you to attend this half day event which will focus on Open Educational Resources (OER). 


The first part of the session will be presented by Laura Dewis and Rose Webb from the Open University (OU). The Open University launched the OpenLearn website in 2006 to give the public free access to course materials. This 2 hour session will present the website and discuss its impact on the university. The presentation will focus on designing for open content and demo the use of an open source VLE, alongside social and sensemaking tools developed for independent and peer-to-peer study. It will give some key facts about what the OU has learnt about its users and the learning journeys they make between formal and informal learning. There will be an opportunity for Q&A and discussion groups. There will also be an opportunity to discuss the following questions: 


How might HE providers use OER? 


How could I use OER: what are the opportunities and barriers around remixing and publishing OER? 


What technologies can best support informal learners? 


Who uses OER and why: develop some use cases. 


What elements of the FLOSS movement are most relevant to the idea of self organised learning communities? 


What are the limitations of OER and how might they be addressed? 


How can we raise awareness of OER? 


What common standards could we develop for the design of open content and sites to facilitate the exchange of materials across the HE sector? 





The second part of the session will be presented by Chris Parkin, WYLLN, who will provide a short update on Elluminate and explain how WYLLN partners may become involved in a current Elluminate project which is being coordinated by WYLLN.





Deborah Judah from JISC will bring the session to a close by providing an overview of the current JISC e-learning projects taking place across the region.
